ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIP

An Academic Scholarship of $100 will be awarded yearly to a member of the
Alpha Zeta Chapter to further pursue academic studies through professional
development, continuing education, or graduate work.

The applicant must be currently teaching, be a member of The Delta Kappa
Gamma Society International for at least three years, and be actively involved in
activities of the Alpha Zeta Chapter.

The Academic Scholarship may be used for any expense as applicable to the
enrollment in study at an accredited institution. The study should help enrich
one’s ability to connect with and to understand students.

A person may apply more than once. However, persons never having received
the scholarship will have priority consideration.

If more than one qualifying person submits an application, a random drawing will
be held to determine the recipient of the scholarship. The awarding of the
scholarship will be held at the March meeting.

The scholarship is to be used within one year from the time that it is awarded
between the dates of April 1 to March 31.

The applicant will provide a brief written or verbal report of how the scholarship
was used.

Applications must be postmarked no later than February 1 for the year in which
the scholarship is to be used.
